I knew that this lesson would be a good progression from the previous lesson because the students got to practice creating a plan for their artwork in the previous lesson and expressed a major interest in stations and in choice based work. We asked them before if they would be interested in choosing their own materials and such and they seemed very excited. We also practiced writing and reflecting on their own work and others so we knew they would be ready to take it a little further with this lesson.

	By providing stations and choice for students, students will be making some of their own accommodations because they will hopefully choose a station that is appropriate for them and an interest to them. This will help them because there are also may be many options of how to create their projects within their stations. I will also go around and help students at each station. The 2-D artists I may give a smaller paper to if they cannot handle the larger paper because they draw small or are overwhelmed. I will also help students at the 3-D station by encouraging them to work with fewer materials at a time and to work on small parts of the work as whole so they get finished. I also have kids that are easily off task and sometimes don’t get much done when working next to other students, so I may move them so they are working in a more isolated area. For students that need more challenge I will allow them to use a few other materials from other stations to further show their ideas if they want to.

Students will be required to share their thoughts on their own artwork and other’s artworks constantly throughout the lesson both in written and in verbal formats. They also will answer discussion questions throughout the lesson verbally, and will write a proposal at the beginning. At the end of the lesson they will be asked to reflect on their own work and other peers through a written format as well.

	3-D Station: box full of thin cardboard paper and scraps, cardboard from cereal boxes, mat board scraps and chunks, hot glue guns (8-10 stations) and glue sticks, metal tin plates to put hot glue guns on, Elmers glue

2-D Station: large white paper (18 x 24 in) watercolors, brushes, colored pencils, pencils, markers, sharpies, oil pastels

Weaving Station: cds, many colors of yarn and string, plastic weaving pieces to pull yarn through the cd, thin and bendable wires, pipe cleaners

	Preparation:

	I will need to go over the PowerPoint before using it, and create an example of a proposal. I will also need to create a partially started example from each station to show the students and to demonstrate on. I will also need to print any documents needed for the day before class.
1. Before each lesson set up the stations if they are being used that day. 

2. Turn the hot glue guns on and pull out the cardboard materials and set them out.

3. Pull out the weaving materials and put them on the carpet.

4. Have all 2-D materials readily available. 



	


	Safety:

	I will constantly address correct usage of the hot glue guns. I will tell them if they burn themselves three times, on the third time they will not be able to use them anymore and they will have to use Elmers glue. They will also be reminded to respect the studio by not putting glue or glue strings from the guns on the counters or anywhere other than their projects or metal tins. They will also be required to only bring the part of their project they are gluing over to the glue station, and no other parts. They will have to work on those parts at their desks.

4)Draw a picture of how you think you may use the station materials to create your artwork.

	Day 1:
Students will observe a PowerPoint and begin writing a proposal for their plan of their artwork. Have students take out their sketchbooks and sit down.

1.) Technology/Expostition/Lecture: Begin the PowerPoint.

Ideation/Inquiry:

•Take out your sketchbooks…

•Take two minutes to list as many things about Colorado as you can!

•Think about your personal experiences you have had in Colorado…

Don’t stop writing!

Those bullets and words will be up on the board. Have students turn to a new sheet of paper and begin answering the questions. Time them for two minutes and they have to list as many words they can think of that have to do with Colorado! When they are finished, have them share a few with a neighbor and then with the class. 

2.) Explain the bullets below that are in the PPT. Talk about what exactly they will be doing, and then explain each station and the materials that will be used in each one.

•You will get to make a Colorado inspired artwork! 

•You will get to use and experience “stations.”

•You will get to use mediums of your choice from the given stations! 

•You will learn about various artists around Colorado that use similar techniques! 

1) Hot glue/cardboard structure station 

2) CD weaving station (yarn, wire, pipe cleaners) 

3) 2-D Station: large paper, tempera paint, watercolors, sharpies, colored pencils, markers, ect.

3.) Now, go through the slides that show various artists around Colorado that use the materials and techniques they will be using in their projects. There are many current artists shown that do weaving, cardboard art, and paintings. Tell them that they will making works that professional artists create!

Community/Collaborative Artwork: Largest public art weaving in US and its in Boulder! They are renovating this historical home and to prevent vandalism they created a weaving on the fence. The colors and materials they used are sturdy and colorful, like the woman who lived there! 

“Our Colorado Country,” Stephen Morath

Shows the couples life in Colorado! (can you find the couple?)

Allie Ogg: She makes cardboard animals! She has had work in Fort Collins coffee shops!

Jill Bergman lives in Steamboat Springs. She creates prints of the landscapes of Colorado! She and her husband go for walks with her dog and she often illustrates what she sees on their walks.

4.) Go over the below slides. Tell them that they will need to create a written/drawn proposal and that they will have to get it approved to move onto their actual work. It is totally okay if their idea changes in the process as long as it still has to do with their original idea in someway, but perhaps the boundaries and capabilities of the materials change their plan slightly. 
•You will now make an artistic “proposal” and get it approved by Mrs. Noel or Ms. Stanke before you can move onto your final…Almost all artists plan before they move onto their artwork! 

•Its OKAY if your idea changes a little during your art making process!

• Answer the following questions in your sketchbook…

1)What Colorado memory, experience, place, connection, or people are you going to base your artwork around?

2)What images come to mind when you think of this idea?

3)Which station do you want to use? (hotglue/cardboard, weaving, 2-D)

4)Draw a picture of how you think you may use the station materials to create your artwork. 

Concept: Students will then take out their sketchbooks and write the title “My Colorado Inspired Work” at the top with the date and will number the paper 1-4. Besides the 4 they will draw a box where they will sketch their ideas. Show the students the format on the document camera so they can copy it. 

Students will probably not finish their proposals, but if they do you can sign off on their sheet. Their answers must be complete and they must make sense with what the questions are asking. Their sketch should show some thought of how they will use their chosen station specifically. For example if they are weaving they may use colors and label what the colors may mean. They could also make a 3-D drawing and show how they will be creating their idea 3-dimentionaly with cardboard. 


	Day 2:

Concept/Skills: Students will continue to get their proposals approved. Once their idea has been approved they will be able to experiment with their chosen station. This will allow them to start thinking about how their 2-dimentional idea will get either bigger on a larger 2-d surface or will become 3-dimentional with weaving or with cardboard. 

They can take their experiments home or use them in their artwork next time. Tell them it is their time to make mistakes and discover before they move onto their final. 

You will then need to go over all of the rules and requirements for each station and where they will be set up. 
3-Dimentional Station: 

- There will be a station on both counters of the room and eight glue guns will be plugged in there. There will also be a station at a desk where there will be two more plugged in.   - The guns will rest on metal tins and they will catch the excess glue and they should rest on the tins when not in use. 

- If they burn themselves three times, they will have the hot glue taken away from them because that is acting unsafe.

- They can only glue at the stations. All other work will stay at their desks. 

- They can only take what they need at the time from the box with all the materials in it. They cannot hoard materials. 

2-Dimentional Station:

- They can work with any 2-D materials they want! They are responsible for getting them out and putting them away at the end of class.

- All of the students working with 2-D will work in the same area of desks in the room. 
Weaving Station: 

- Students will work on the rug. All the materials will be on the floor so they can all work together.

- They will not hoard yarn, but only grab what they need at the time. 

After you go over they rules they may begin experimenting when they have gotten signed off on their proposals. 



	Day 3:

Skills: This will be the first full day of working with the stations independently.

Students will be reminded of how to use each of the stations and the rules of each one.

Students will begin working on their projects independently. They will be working in designated parts of the room depending on what station they are using. Walk around the room and help students and manage all the stations. Constantly remind them they are creating works that show their Colorado memory or experience. 
Clean up with 7mins left in class. Each group will be in charge of their own stations. I will pick students who have been on task to be “chaos control.” They get a badge and will get a task given by me to help clean the classroom. Students can line up when their area is clean, their artwork is put away, their chair is pushed in, and they have picked up at least three things from the floor. 


	Day 4:

Skills: This will be another full work day for students. They will be asked to turn to a neighbor and whisper to them what they are working on and what they need to work on still. This will help them get thinking about their projects again. They will be reminded of each station’s rules but only briefly as to not take away from work time. 

We will enforce “Artist Time.” Artist time is when there is absolutely no talking, unless they are talking to a teacher. They don’t need to talk because they have already had many days to work and should have gotten their conversations with their peers completed and their questions should only be for the teacher at this point. I will put on classical music and time them and see how long they can go with artist time. 

Clean up with 7 minutes left in class. Clean up with 7mins left in class. Each group will be in charge of their own stations. I will pick students who have been on task to be “chaos control.” They get a badge and will get a task given by me to help clean the classroom. Students can line up when their area is clean, their artwork is put away, their chair is pushed in, and they have picked up at least three things from the floor. 


	Day 5:

Skills: This will be the student’s final full work-day without interruptions. They will be told at the beginning of class to close their eyes and picture their project and the progress they have made on it so far. They will make a goal for themselves in their mind of how much they need to accomplish and how. Take 7 minutes to clean up. 

In line, have students turn to a friend and tell them how they will completely finish the details next time. Tell them since they worked hard (bribe them at the beginning with some detail work time next class, if they work hard today, at the beginning of class) they will get to a little more work time. The bribe was to get them working really hard and efficiently.


	Day 6:
As students come in I will have them grab a pencil and take a seat. 

1) Lecture: I will go over the rubric briefly with the students. I will explain each section briefly (not every sentence) but explain what will get them in the 3-4 range. I will tell them to think about these sections when they are reflecting on their own work and their peer’s today. It will help them think about how to finish their work to the requirements of the assignment. 

2) Then I will explain what we will be doing in class. They will be reflecting on their own work and peer’s works by writing comments on three different sheets of paper. They will be required to give three pieces of written feedback to three different peers. I will ask at that time to have two volunteers pass out three pieces of small paper to each student.

3) I will talk about how giving feedback is very personal and it involves a lot of trust and you have to give feedback that you would want to receive. It must be constructive and not mean or thoughtless. I will also talk about how they will have to write a comment or sentence that they will be able to read and understand.

4) I will then have students write their name small on the bottom right corner of the paper. When they are done writing their name on each paper they may get their work and bring it back to their desk. Once everyone is sitting down with their artworks I will ask for five or six 3-D students to volunteer to put their works on the carpet so there is more room around the room to observe projects. Once they have done that and are back at their desks I will explain how the reflecting will work. 

5) Discussion/Critique: They have to give feedback to three different people and they cannot give feedback to a work that already has three pieces of paper by it. They must move on to another artwork. They will have two minutes at each work to observe it and write their piece of feedback. They may not talk during this process. I will tell them the prompt for the feedback each time.

6) Then students will move to one artwork quietly. When they are all quiet I will give them the first prompt. After two minutes (or less if they seem done) I will have them quietly move onto another work. They will leave their comments on the paper beside the artwork. 

The prompts are: “How could this artist make their work look more finished? What could they add to their work next class?” “What is a question or wondering you have about this work?” “What is one thing that “wowed” you about this work and that you thought was awesome?”

7) When they have completed all three comments they will go back to their desk and they will grab their three comments and they may read them. As they are reading I will pass out a reflection sheet to each student. When they are done reading they will write their name on the reflection sheet and fill it out. I will go around and help students with the questions. 

8) Before they move on, they must show their reflection to me to approve them to go onto free draw time.  I will tell them they will probably have time next class to finish their works. If they do not finish their reflection they may finish it next time.

9) Students will then put away their works and turn in their paper and three little papers. I will eventually staple the four sheets together.
Day 7:
1) Students may or may not need this day to finish their works. Depending on how Day 6 goes, and how fast they move through the reflection part, they may get a lot done after the reflection. If they do not, they will have this day to completely finish their works. 

2) If they finish early they may go to free-draw time. 

3) We will cleanup and then they will put their works on the tables around the room. We will do a gallery walk around and students may look at each artwork. They will be instructed to think of at least one compliment to give a peer later in the day, or in line. Then, At they will turn in their works on the shelf.

	I really enjoyed this lesson. The 4th graders were a very hard bunch to manage before this class, but we really bonded over this lesson and they became much more respectful and cooperative. I think that they really were engaged in this lesson and were very excited about the responsibility they got from it. They loved the choice and the options of materials we offered. I think this really allowed them to take ownership of themselves and their learning.  They were constantly on task and interested in what they were doing and what their peer’s were doing. If I taught this again I would choose something a little easier than weaving. Weaving was much harder to leave alone. The weaving students needed almost constant help. The other stations were more self-sufficient. Maybe next time I would do a different type of sculpture or weaving. I was very proud of my students and the work they produced with this lesson! I will definitely be teaching it again.

The artwork is complete and uses a chosen medium well. The artwork somewhat shows the original idea, or it has gone off in a completely 
new direction that may not make sense. Some experimentation is shown and it looks somewhat finished.

3 
The responses to student’s peers and their self reflection are complete and 
thoughtfully written. They demonstrate a good knowledge of the 
subjects and are sensitively written. An explanation of any changes to the work’s original plan are clearly described and defended and 
help in 
understanding why they changed their ideas.

2 
Responses are somewhat complete but do not show complete knowledge of the subjects and are not always thoughtful. If changes were 
made, they were not clearly written about or defended. 

1 
Responses are incomplete and they show little knowledge of the subjects. 

0 
Responses are not complete.
