I knew that the students in this class were ready for the concepts and objectives in this lesson from observing them in class, evaluating their abilities, and discussing with them in a group and individually, many similar topics. This class is mostly based on learning drawing skills so there is not much introduction to concept-based artworks. In the last lesson we creating they began to step away from he basic skills and work on more conceptual concepts, but it was very open and almost anything they decided to do worked. By looking at the near final products and sketches from that assignment I was able to see that they needed some concrete examples of how to add more conceptual ideas into their work. By giving them various ways of stylization they will hopefully be given a bit more structure, which they need, to help them create a more individual and unique image. Also, by verbal feedback from nearly the whole class, they wanted to move away from figures and do animals. We discussed it a week and a half before the assignment and they said they wanted to do animals.

	Some students will be allowed to use tracing paper to help them alter their animals. They may trace some of the forms to help them better draw their animal. 

The students that need a little bit more challenge will be encouraged on an individual basis to alter even further their animals. They may be challenged to create multiple animals within their image, or create multiple smaller paintings. Many of the students that are higher achieving already know how to challenge themselves so some of it will fall on their shoulders, but I will push them and a few others as well.

The above words are ones that students will come to understand and utilize well by the end of the lesson. Students will use literacy multiple times during the lesson. Students will write, reflect and brainstorm various ways to alter their animal images in their sketchbooks and verbally share them with me. Students will also verbally and in a written form reflect upon their project, what they learned, and their grade for their drawing.

	I will create and have my PowerPoint with stylized animal drawings and paintings ready to show the students. 

I will put out all of the main materials for the day such as brushes, charcoal, watercolors, pens, pencils, colored pencils, oil/chalk pastels, and paper. 

I will pull out a few local Fort Collins magazines, newspapers, or any local artist images I can find that show stylized animal images and be prepared to show them to the class (there are surprisingly a lot when you look through local papers, art, and ads).

I will then have the students discuss the questions below with their table and share with the class. 
1) What were some of your favorite animal Disney/Pixar characters and why? Which were your least favorites and why? Tell your partner.

2) Were they realistically drawn? Why did the animation artists choose to draw them the way they did? 




	Ideation/Inquiry:

	During the PowerPoint presentation showing various artists’ stylizations of animals and after they have written down the various stylization techniques in their sketchbooks, students will determine the stylization techniques within certain images I show to them as a class. 

Then, after the presentation they will work on their three thumbnail sketches in their sketchbooks. They will create three different compositions of their stylized animals, and will include what colors they will use, the stylization technique(s) they are using, and why they are using them. They will also write about how their stylization will improve the existing animal image and their drawing. They will share their thumbnails and answers with their table members first and get feedback from them. Once they have gotten feedback from their peers, they will call me over to approve their chosen idea and thumbnail composition. 

Inquiry Questions: How can stylizing an image aid in your intended meaning of a piece of artwork? Why do artists stylize realistic images? Why is it important and engaging to draw animals? Why is it important as artists to use references sometimes? How can animals exhibit human-like characteristics? What artists can you think of that use stylization? Stylize animals? How could you use stylizing animals in an art-related job in the future?

	Day 1:
1) (10 mins) Action to motivate/anticipatory set: Students will watch the below video (which is on the PowerPoint) from 11:00 minutes to 13:30 minutes.

I will then have the students discuss the questions below with their table and share with the class. 
           1) What were some of your favorite animal Disney/Pixar characters and why? Which were your least favorites and why? Tell your partner.

           2) Were they realistically drawn? Why did the animation artists choose to draw them the way they did?
I will then have students volunteer their answers. If they do not get to the desired points, I will reiterate them. I want them to get at the concepts of they were not realistically drawn but exaggerated, and they were stylized and drawn to be friendly, likeable and evil, depending on their character. 

2) (2 mins) Students will the write down the different ways to stylize an image in their sketchbooks.

3) Exposition/Lecture: (5 mins) Then I will discuss what each of the stylization techniques are. Each one or ones will be attached to a picture and I will discuss why it is classified as one or many types of stylization. 

4) Discussion: (5 mins) Students will then determine the stylization techniques within certain images I show to them as a class. 

5) (5mins)I will then flip through many different images on the PPT showing them a large number of examples that could inspire their idea for a stylized animal drawing. 

6) (1 min) I will then show them a few images of stylized animals from local magazines from Fort Collins that have been on the covers. 

7) (the rest of class) Then, after the presentation they will work on their three thumbnail sketches in their sketchbooks. They will use the images of animals they were required to bring in. They will create three different compositions of their stylized animals, and will include what colors they will use, the stylization technique(s) they are using, and why they are using them. They will also write about how their stylization will improve the existing animal image and their drawing. They will share their thumbnails and answers with their table members first and get feedback from them. Once they have gotten feedback from their peers, they will call me over to approve their chosen idea and thumbnail composition. 

8) While the students are working I will walk around and check off that they brought in reference images. They will receive 30points if they brought three different animals in with at least two pictures of each one. 

9) Technology: Halfway through the class While the students are working I have the option of showing them images on Pinterest of other stylized animals in case they are struggling to come up with ideas.



	Day 2:

Students will be required to start on their final sheet of paper for their animal drawing. It is a work day for students the whole class period.




	Day 3:

Work day for students on their animal drawings for the whole class.



	Day 4: This will be the last day in class for students to work depending on how far along the class is.

	Day 5:

Students will participate in a critique. 
 1. Critique: Students will pin their stylized animal drawings up on the board.
2. (5-7mins) Students will then fill out a self-reflective sheet on their own drawing. The sheet is attached below and it is titled “Stylized Animal Drawing – Reflecting on your own drawing.” Students will fill this out and also to grade themselves on their drawing (grading on the back of the sheet).

3. While students are filling out their self-reflection sheets I will pass out a sticky note, and a non-sticky piece of paper to each student. When they are finished with their sheet students will be asked to raise their hands if they DO NOT have a drawing up on the board. If they do not, they will NOT participate in the next activity. (If they were to participate it would mess up the system of students drawing each other’s names to critique.)

3. (3 mins) The students that have their drawings on the board will then be instructed to put their name on both sheets of the small paper I gave them. The sticky note they will put next to their own drawing and they will put their non-sticky paper, with their name on it, in a basket. Then students will each draw a name from the basket and that will be the peer they critique next.

4. (5-7 mins) Then, students will fill out a reflective sheet on a drawing of the peer that they drew from the basket.  The sheet that students will fill out is attached below and it is titled “Stylized Animal Drawing - Reflecting on a peer’s drawing.”  

5. Once the majority of the class is done filling out the sheet on their peer, students will bring both sheets over to the board with them and I will conduct a group critique on the stylized animal drawings. The will bring a stool closer to the board and they will sit, discuss, and listen. The questions they answered were to help them think more about what they could say during the critique. 

6. (10 mins) I will ask the following questions during the critique to help facilitate a discussion. These questions are very similar to the ones they answered on both of their sheets. Because they have already answered them, they should have more to talk about. If no one is answering the question, I can just call on one of the students and ask them what they wrote down. 


1. Did you like this project? Why or why not?


2. Why do artists stylize their subject matter?

7. Students will then be instructed to give their peer the reflective sheet they filled out for them, and then turn in their self-reflective sheet and their stylized animal drawing to the front table. 



	


	Student reflective/inquiry activity:

	1. Students will pin their stylized animal drawings up on the board.

2. (5-7mins) Students will then fill out a self-reflective sheet on their own drawing. The sheet is attached below and it is titled “Stylized Animal Drawing – Reflecting on your own drawing.” Students will fill this out and also to grade themselves on their drawing (grading on the back of the sheet).

3. While students are filling out their self-reflection sheets I will pass out a sticky note, and a non-sticky piece of paper to each student. When they are finished with their sheet students will be asked to raise their hands if they DO NOT have a drawing up on the board. If they do not, they will NOT participate in the next activity. (If they were to participate it would mess up the system of students drawing each other’s names to critique.)

3. (3 mins) The students that have their drawings on the board will then be instructed to put their name on both sheets of the small paper I gave them. The sticky note they will put next to their own drawing and they will put their non-sticky paper, with their name on it, in a basket. Then students will each draw a name from the basket and that will be the peer they critique next.

4. (5-7 mins) Then, students will fill out a reflective sheet on a drawing of the peer that they drew from the basket.  The sheet that students will fill out is attached below and it is titled “Stylized Animal Drawing - Reflecting on a peer’s drawing.”  

5. Once the majority of the class is done filling out the sheet on their peer, students will bring both sheets over to the board with them and I will conduct a group critique on the stylized animal drawings. The will bring a stool closer to the board and they will sit, discuss, and listen. The questions they answered were to help them think more about what they could say during the critique. 

6. (10 mins) I will ask the following questions during the critique to help facilitate a discussion. These questions are very similar to the ones they answered on both of their sheets. 	I think that the students really enjoyed this assignment. During the critique I asked both drawing classes if they enjoyed the project and they both were nearly unanimous in that they liked the freedom and playfulness of this assignment. Also during the critique the students demonstrated knowledge of the larger concepts I wanted them to grasp. They wrote down and discussed how and why artists stylize and were very intuitive and reflective in their responses. Almost every student effectively stylized their animals as well. They all were very different from one another and they showed a lot of uniqueness and originality. If I were to teach this again I would do more mid-process critiques to help students early on with their backgrounds. Many of them struggled with connecting the subject and background for some reason. I would also make students draw them larger. The pieces that were larger in size were very interesting and most were simplified, so they could have easily made them larger. For the next lesson I would have students use stylization techniques on any subject matter they desired to show how you can use the techniques on other subjects and not just animals.
