	Day 1:
1. Before this lesson and unit started I had the students write about a childhood memory, nightmare or daydream they can remember very clearly. They put this in their sketchbook along with a list of images that come to their mind when they think of the story. Students will talk with their table about their story and what are some of the vivid images they see with the memory. This will get them thinking about the subject again. Then I will ask the groups to discuss the following questions. They will be written on the board, and they can choose to discuss three. 

Why are some memories, dreams, nightmares, daydreams, or childhood memories more vivid in our minds than others? What are the most powerful images you recall or emotions you feel from these memories? 2. I will pull up my PPT and show them the slides that say these below. They will need to do as the slides say: 

Slide one: Requirements: (write in sketchbook)

Write these in your sketchbook…
1. You will create a watercolor illustration expressing the story you wrote about.

2. You will exaggerate at least three realistic references of images from life. 

3. You will develop an artistic painting style for your illustration. 

4. You will use at least three different watercolor techniques in your illustration. 

Slide two: You are required to have FUN and create and illustration that you are PROUD of!

 Duh.

Slide three: Now…create at least three thumbnail drawings in sketchbook of the composition you want for 

Answer these in your sketchbook! Then draw at least three thumbnail sketches of your composition… 
1. How are you going to express your narrative? What emotions or mood does it evoke and how will you show that? 

2. What three references are you going to utilize in your painting? How are you going to exaggerate them? 

3. What will your artistic style look like? What are the colors, lines/patterns, painting techniques, and exaggerations you are going to include?

1. Once students have completed what the PPT says, I will have them work independently for while developing their ideas and answers to the questions on the PPT’s last slide. I will leave the last slide up for them to answer off of. I will explain that they can look up images on their phones, go to the library, or bring in images tomorrow. I will also remind them we used various ways they can exaggeration techniques before in another project, and they will be using some of the same concepts from before. The can refer back to their previous project if they need a reminder on how to exaggerate. I will also remind them that the last question is a lot like the questions they answered over their chosen illustrator on the second lesson. 

2. simplification/minimization, exaggeration/magnification, distortion/deformation, animation Those are the exaggeration techniques they should know from previously but I will go through my children’s books collection in the classroom and show various examples of each on to remind them. 
3. The rest of the work time will be for planning, writing, drawing their thumbnail sketches, and I will be going around and helping each student. 

4. There will not be any cleanup; they will just take their sketchbooks with them. I will tell them they are required to bring their pictures by next class! They will also be required to start on their final next class. 

	Day 2:

1. Students will come in and will be instructed to get out their images and planning materials in their sketchbooks. I will tell them they have 30 more minutes to plan, and then they will need to get started on their final work. The may choose the size of this. 

2. I will walk around and approve thumbnails and the questions they answered. I will help with any questions they may have.

3. If students are struggling for inspiration I will encourage them to look through the collection of children books up front or go online and look up illustrations. 

4. Once students start moving on to their finals I will cut them the desired size of watercolor paper they want. They can go as big as the paper goes, and not smaller than 8” x 8” I will encourage them to draw their final in pencil first and then add the watercolor. 

5. Students will clean up by putting their final paper in their drawers. 




	Day 3:

1. Students will come in and be instructed to grab their work and sketchbooks and the supplies they will need.

2. It will be a full work day so I will remind them to stay on task and get lots done. 

3. I will walk around and help those who need it. 

4. They will clean up with five minutes left. 

	Day 4:

1. Students will come in and be instructed to grab their work and sketchbooks and the supplies they will need.

2. It will be a full work day so I will remind them to stay on task and get lots done. I will only interrupt them once to do an in progress critique thirty minutes into the class

3. I will walk around and help those who need it. 

4. After 30 mins into the class I will stop them and do the following.                                                                                                                             Pin up your illustrations in progress! Observe…

Discuss…why do some of them stand out? ( I write on board…)


They should come up with words like contrast, simplicity, exaggeration, eye-catching, colorful, line quality, patterns, humor, expression, the narrative, implied movement 

I will tell them that the words they came up with should help with their own work to show how to make an effective illustration that stands out. 

5. They will clean up with five minutes left. 



	Day 5:
1. Students will be able to have 35 minutes to finish any last minute details they need to finish. Then we will be having a final critique and reflection. 

2. After the time is up, students will hang their work on the board. They will draw someone’s name and that person will be the one they critique and reflect on. Each student will reflect on their own work first (see sheet below) and then they will reflect on their partners. 

3. They will then present their reflection to their partner and they will then turn in their work. This will be a student focused assessment.
